RESEARCH ON THE ADOPTION OF SUSTAINABLE AGRICULTURE PRACTICES

The Southern Region USDA Program in Sustainable Agriculture Research & Education (SSARE) is requesting individual or team proposals to examine the literature and methods of adoption of sustainable agriculture practices by farmers.

There has been a large amount of research devoted to the investigation of the determinants of adoption of practices and technologies by farmers, both how individual farmers come to adopt new practices or technologies and how such practices and technologies become diffused among groups of producers.

The purpose of this project is to examine the determinants of adoption for sustainable agriculture practices and to suggest how the SSARE program, through its research, education and outreach efforts, can influence the adoption of sustainable agriculture in the South.  The successful project should address all relevant methods and approaches used by individuals and organizations to influence adoption.  In addition to the agricultural literature, the successful applicant would examine—but not be limited to-- the literature in the fields of sociology, anthropology, economics and psychology. 

Expected work product will be a comprehensive review of the literature and in-depth recommendations on how the SSARE Program can better effect the adoption of sustainable agricultural practices through its research grants, training grants and programs and through its outreach efforts. The maximum amount that can be awarded under this call for proposals is $50,000.  All proposals will be evaluated by the Project Review Committee of the S-SARE Administrative Council   The award will be made at the February, 2004 SSARE Administrative Council meeting and all applicants will be notified shortly thereafter.  The completed project will be due by February, 2005.

This call for proposals is open to anyone, with the appropriate knowledge and experience, in all US states and territories.

PROPOSAL FORMAT

1. Cover Page. (one page) including names and titles of applicants, address, phone numbers, fax, email, organizational signature of authorization, and amount of funds requested.

2. Qualifications of Project Coordinator(s). One page per person, including relevant experience.

3. Body of the proposal.    Proposals must be typewritten, with one-inch margins, and not more than 12 characters per inch or smaller that 12-point font.  Body of the proposal (this is separate from cover page, qualifications of project coordinators, budget and budget narrative, resumes and references) must be double spaced and not more that nine (9) pages in length.  
4. Detailed budget and budget narrative. (maximum total of two pages).  Overhead costs are not allowed in the SARE Program.
5. Resume or CV of proposed coordinator(s).

6. References – Should include literature cited that is relevant to project.  Single spaced.
